2009 Harvard Community Garden Rules

Growing season:  March 15 this year – March 14 next year

Renewal: by March 1 to guarantee  spot

New members: 

A list will be maintained of waiting members.  Interested people will be put on the list on a first come first serve basis. 

All completed registration forms and fees should be returned by April 30. 

Plots should be started by June 8, or will be reassigned. 

Plots should be cleaned up by October 25.

Parking is available at the entrance to the gardens. Please don't park in the space at the foot of Orchard Hill, as this is private property.

Any change to these rules must be approved by a majority of the participating gardeners. Conflicts or issues among gardeners will be mediated by the garden committee.

Your Plot

Please take care of your plot. Keep it weeded, watered, and harvested, and take care of insects and pests.  We will try to find a local supply, but you may need to bring water from home during the dry season. Use organic methods to fertilize, and to keep down pests and weeds. If you have questions about organic techniques, please ask!

Ask other members or the garden committee if you need help taking care of your garden while on vacation or for any reason. Please give them a signed note with permission to work in your garden. After 2 warnings, with no action for a week after each warning, your plot will be reassigned.

The Garden

Get to know your garden neighbors, and respect their spaces. The public is welcome to visit the garden, but should not enter a plot without the gardener’s permission.

Children are welcome under their parent's supervision, but watch out for the electric fence!  Pets are allowed outside the garden. Please leave tools in the shed when you're finished with them, and report damaged materials to a committee member.
