Number 1 – Take the first step!





As stewards of our world, we all want to do the right thing by it.  We know that excess carbon emissions in our atmosphere have a devastating effect.  Every conservation effort will make a difference. 





Our goal is for half of the 2,225 households in Harvard to pledge to do three of the ten simple things on the adjacent list. 





If half our households replaced one standard bulb with a CFL bulb, Harvard would reduce CO2  emissions by over 168,250 pounds a year.  Turning our thermostats down 2 degrees in winter would reduce emissions by over 2,225,000 pounds a year. 





Let’s do it! Let’s make Harvard the first town in Massachusetts to say that 50% of our residents have taken action to reduce CO2  emissions.

CO2 savings


Change a light


  Replace 1 standard bulb with a CFL 	150 lbs/year





Drive less


  Walk, bike, carpool, and plan trips	 1 lb/mile





Recycle more


  Recycle half your household trash	2,400 lbs/year





Check your tires


  Proper inflation improves gas mileage 3%


  Every gallon saved			20 lbs/year/gal. 


	


Use less hot water


  Low flow showerhead			350 lbs/year


  Cold water laundry			500 lbs/year





Avoid products with a lot of packaging


  Cut down your trash by 10%		1,200 lbs/year





Adjust you thermostat


  Down 2( in winter, up 2( in summer	2,000 lbs/year


	


Plant a tree


  One tree absorbs				2,000 lbs/life





Turn off electronic devices


  Turn off the TV, DVD player, stereo
